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DiGiTtAL STUDIES - PDF OR WORD?

For those of you who prefer to do your studies on the computer, Joy of Living offers digital format stud-
ies. All courses are available in Microsoft Word format, and many are also available in PDF format.

There are unique benefits to both formats.

The PDF studies look just like the printed studies with the commentary in two columns. The commen-
tary and questions are locked in place on the page and under each question there is a text box where the
answer may be typed. The text will shrink as you type so that your answer will fit into the space. Quite
a bit of text will fit in the box, but there is a limit.

The Microsoft Word document does not look like the printed studies. It is a single column word pro-
cessing document. Commentary and questions are not locked into position on the page and you may
enter as much text in each answer space as you want; the text following your answer will simply move
down, as in any word processing document.

this bondage, and of His guidance of the people to the land of promise. You will meet Moses, Miriam,
Aaron, and Joshua. God’s purpose in history is revealed through this account of redemption, covenant,
and the building of the Tabernacle, all of which picture God’s plan which would be fulfilled through
Jesus Christ.

The final lessons of Exodus: From Egypt to the Promised Land cover selected portions of Numbers,
Deuteronomy and Joshua, showing Israel settling in the land of promise under Joshua'’s leadership.

Based on studies by Doris Greig, Philippians & Colossians is a 9-lesson course. These two books of
the Bible are letters written to churches in the cities of Philippi and Colossae by the apostle Paul.

Philippians may be summed up by the word joy: joy in living, joy in service, joy in fellowship, and joy
in rewards. Christ is the secret of our joy. Colossians proclaims Christ as the Head of the body. He is our
life, and we are complete in Him. Paul urges us to be rooted in Jesus, to be built up in Him, to be hid-
den in Him, and to present Him to the world.

Also based on a study by Doris Greig, 1 Thessalonians is a 6-lesson course. During the Apostle Paul’s
visit with the Christians at Thessalonica, sudden persecution arose and the believers sent him away for
his safety. This Bible book is a letter the apostle Paul wrote to these new Christians—who had formerly
been pagans—to encourage them in their trials, to instruct them in godly living, to urge some not to
neglect daily work, and to give assurance concerning the future of believers who die before Christ re-
turns.
